Lee has been dancing, teaching and competing professionally for the past 31 years.

Lee started in country & western dancing in 1980, but soon moved into Ballroom, Latin and Swing dancing. He is the owner and operator of Harpe’s Dance Inc. in Oklahoma City and has been in business since 1992.

Lee is from Cordele, Georgia, about 2 ½ hours south of Atlanta. His dad was a Georgia State Trooper for 10 years and his mom was a professional seamstress. His parents were divorced when he was 5. Lee’s mom remarried a couple of years later to his step dad, who was in the Air Force at the time. Lee says that that was one of the best things that ever happen to him and his brother. They were stationed in Germany for 5 years. Lee has traveled all over Europe enjoying the different cultures and especially the dancing. Lee’s first taste of dancing was in Germany, where he learned the art of square dancing. Lee has loved the art and sport of all dance since he can remember. Lee graduated from Broken Arrow High School here in Oklahoma and has a degree in Heating and Air and a degree in Sheet Metal, not to mention his dance degrees.  Lee worked for the Arthur Murray Dance Studios for 9 years and has worked in Independent studios for last 19 years.

Lee competed professionally in International Standard on the Ballroom circuit in the mid to late 80’s. He also competed on the American Traditional Country Dance Association (ATCDA) tour and the United Country Western Dance Council (UCWDC).  He won the 1993 National Final Championships and went undefeated in 1995. He has also won numerous overall championships in the UCWDC. Lee is also a 7 time UCWDC World Champion Instructor and Choreographer and 9 times ACDA National Champion Instructor and Choreographer. 

Also, you may have seen him dance on national T.V. or in T.V. commercials.

Lee was one of the major founders and only President and a Rules Chairman for the Fun Country Dance Circuit. From 1997 to 2001 Lee saw tremendous success with the Fun Country Circuit. With the help of the board of director’s in 2001, Fun Country became the American Country Dance Association. 

Lee is the past President and rules chairman for the American Country Dance Association since 2001 and co-director of the “Oklahoma Dance Fest” held each year in Oklahoma City and also the co-director for the “American Country Dance Association National Championships” also since 2001. Lee gave all of that up to spend more time working on his own dancing with his partner, Marcy Dail, and to devote more time to his business and students.

Lee and Marcy have been competing together professionally in country dance for the past 8 years. They have won numerous titles over the years, including the Diamond 1 Advance World Championship in 2007, but their crowned accomplishment happened in 2008. They were undefeated in their division and won the Couples Crown World Championship title, January of 2009.
Lee and Marcy have also just returned from Nashville, Tennessee where the 2011 UCWDC World Championships were held. Lee and Marcy were crowned the Couples Crown World Champions for the 3rd year in a row.
 Lee is currently judging, teaching, choreographing, and coaching, numerous competitive couples from all over the country. He is a certified judge for the NDCA (ballroom), UCWDC and the ACDA circuits; also he is a contest coordinator and scrutinizer.
